#1.   Fill out the following forms

#2. T ransfer th e totals from  each sh e et to th e B reed ers’ R egistration  F orm . 
#3. Make a copy of all documents before mailing and put into a folder for your reference at the show.   
#4.   Mail Forms, Check, ARI Certificates and Buyers Permission to Show (if applicable) to the show 

superintendent, Kim Tollers.  Buyers Permission to Show forms are required by AOBA if you are not 
the ARI owner of record for the alpaca (often financed alpacas) 
http://www.alpacashows.com/FormsApps/AOBA_BuyersPermissionToShowForm.swf  .   

 Regular Postmark Deadline:  November 15th, 2006 
 Late Postmark Deadline:  November 21st, 2006 (No Registrations will be accepted after 

November 21st) 
#5. Reserve your hotel.  We have reserved several discounted blocks listed in this packet. 
#6. E-mail sponsorship advertisements to erin@belleauwood.com no later than November 21st, 2006. 
#7. Halter train animals for show. 
#8.   Complete all health requirements.  See below for more details.  Health Certificates are only good for 30 

days so DO NOT schedule before November 3rd.  CAREFULLY READ ALL HEALTH 
REQUIREMENTS BELOW.  The ideal time to schedule your vet appointment would be between 
November 4th and November 20th to allow all testing time to be completed.  Order your microchips 
b efore you r vet app ointm ent if you d on’t h ave an y on  h an d. 

#9. Animal preparation for show:  Trim toenails.  Trimming of head fiber (for example, clearing vision of 
bangs) and tail fiber is permissible.  Hosing down with water a few days before the show is allowed.  
No other trimming is allowed.  NO shampooing or conditioning is allowed.  

#10. Prepare travel supplies.  If you have never been to a show, here are some of the typical things to bring.  
 First Aid Kit –  Scissors, Pepto, vet wrap, thermometer, first aid cream, Gastroguard. 
 Extension cord, power strip, fans, zip ties, tape, paper towels. 
 Water buckets, feed buckets, and hay bags. 
 Rake and dust pan. 
 Halters and leads. 

#11. Arrive at the Cabarrus Arena – Ideal arrival time is between 8 and 3 PM on Friday, December 1st.   
#12. Follow directions to the check in area.  Take a manageable number of alpacas and all of your health 

and registration paperwork to the health check in station.  From there, show staff can direct you.   
#13. Feed and water animals and clean stalls all weekend. 
#14. B e at th e E xh ibitors’ M eeting prom ptly at 8:00  A M  o n Sunday.  Check postings on the wall for class 

updates –  these are the official and final class structures and pre-empt anything else.  Be at your gates 
10 minutes before your anticipated class tim e w ith  your anim al’s E xh ibition N um b er.  If you w in 
Champion, Reserve Champion, 1st or 2nd place, you receive a complimentary photo.  All other places 
can purchase a photo.

Important Deadlines 
 

1. Regular Entry - Entries must be postmarked no later than November 15th, 2006. 
2. Late Entry – Late entries must be postmarked no later than November 21st, 2006.   
3. Age categories will be based on age the first day of judging being December 3rd, 2006. 
4. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) must be dated November 3rd or later.  See the health requirements 

section for blood testing requirements.   
5. Show Check-In is Friday, December 1st from 8 AM to 8 PM.  Special advanced arrangements can be made for 

special circumstances for late check-in by contacting show management ahead of time.  
   

Show Rules 
 

ALL 2006 AOBA Show Division Handbook Rules Apply  
(see www.alpacashows.com for more information) 

 
1. A  photocopy of the A R I C ertificate of R egistration and a B uyer’s P erm ission  to S how  (if applicable) m ust be sent 

in with the entry http://www.alpacashows.com/FormsApps/AOBA_BuyersPermissionToShowForm.swf .  If the 
entry is done online, the ARI certificate must be received to complete the entry process. 

2. No sales of animals, other than auction consignments, should be conducted, advertised, or promoted prior to the 
auction on Saturday in respect for our auction consignors.   

3. Entries must be made out in the registered name of the alpaca and the owner as reflected on the ARI 
Registration C ertificate.  A  B uyer’s P erm ission to S how  form  (if applicable) must be provided with the signature 
of the owner listed on the ARI Registration Certificate. 

4. An owner can enter only 3 alpacas per breed type, per gender, per age division, per color designation.  If a 
minimum of 4 in a class are not met and classes are combined, then properly entered alpacas may still show 
even if the owner has more than 3 in the combined class. 

5. Classes will be combined and split according to AOBA Show Division Handbook Rules.   
6. Exhibitors shall have their animals to ringside 10 minutes before their class enters the ring. 
7. The use of conditioning, shampoo, enhancers, dyes, coloring, oils and toenail paint is prohibited.  The practice 

of cutting, trimming, or otherwise altering the blanket or prime fleece area other than annual shearing is 
prohibited. 

8. Judging will be in accordance with the 2006 AOBA Show Division Handbook and by AOBA certified Judges. 
9. Should an exhibitor wish to file a complaint, they should FILE A WRITTEN COMPLAINT WITH THE SHOW 

SUPERINTENDENT, NOT THE JUDGES.   
10. In order to reserve stall space you must enter and exhibit at least one alpaca in the show.  
11. Get of Sire, Produce of Dam: Show entry is made in the name of the sire or the dam and the entry fee is 

applicable. A copy of the ARI registration for the sire or dam must be included. There is a limit of one entry per 
sire or dam. Because exhibitors may not know who the other exhibitors are until arrival, entry deadline for the 
two group classes will be 11:00 A.M. on Sunday. 

12. No animal substitutions will be allowed from the original entry form, unless an animal becomes ill and permission 
is obtained from the Show Superintendent. Permission must be obtained prior to arriving at the show.  

13. No refunds will be given for changes/cancellations after the close of show registration November 21st. Partial refunds will 
be given out prior to the close of show registration minus a handling fee of $10 per animal.

Health Regulations & Requirements 
1. ALL animals entering the venue must have a copy of the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) with appropriate testing 

including BVD negative results which must be submitted at the time of check-in PRIOR TO ANIMALS ENTERING THE SHOW 
FACILITY.  Exams must be done after November 3, 2006.  All animals entering the venue must be ARI registered and 
uniquely identified by Microchip at the base of the left ear.  The microchip number and BVD negative results must 
appear on CVI. 

2. All animals entering the venue must be BVDV negative by PCR or VI test and so noted on the CVI. (There is no time 
restriction on when the BVD test was done). In addition to the vet noting the negative result on the CVI, all exhibitors 
must include a copy of the lab results with the CVI for the Show Management to keep for their records. We remind people 
that the requirement of a negative BVDV test will not eliminate the possible presence of BVDV at the show, but will 
greatly reduce the risk of exposure. It is strongly recommended that all exhibitors institute on-farm bio-security protocols 
for returning from any show or other alpaca event to minimize the risk posed by BVDV and other contagion.  

3. Companion animals are allowed into the venue provided they are ARI registered and meet all health requirements listed 
for show animals.  

4. If animals are coming in from a tuberculosis accredited free state and a brucellosis certified free state, they only require 
the CVI with BVD results and microchip number.  Otherwise, they will require brucellosis testing within 30 days and 
tuberculosis testing within 60 days of the show.    

5. AUCTION ANIMALS SHOULD BE TESTED TO GO TO ANY STATE IN THE U.S.

Stalling Information 
1. Stalling will be in 8X10 coral panels (provided with stalling fee).  Bedding will be provided as part of your 

stall fee.  Auction animals and Herdsire Hall of Fame stalling is already reserved and provided for. 
2. Stalls can hold a maximum of 3 juveniles or 2 older than 1 year old or can be used as a farm display. 
3. Hay will be available for sale on site. 
4. Auction Consignors, Herdsire Hall of Fame, and Sponsors will be given preferred stalling.  All other 

stalling priorities will be based on date of postmark when payment was mailed.   
5. The barn will open from 3-9 PM on Thursday, November 30 for early arrivals.  Regular check in is from 8

From Charlotte, Kings Mountain & Gastonia (via I -85):   THESE ARE THE DIRECTIONS FROM THE CHARLOTTE AIRPORT  
Take I -85 North to Exit 48 (I-485). Turn right on I -485 East, travel to NC 49 (Harrisburg). Turn left on 49 North, through Harrisburg - 
cross under US 601(Bridge) and follow NC 49 3.2 miles. Arena will be on the left.   
Or 
Take I -485 East to Exit 33 (Hwy 49N –  Harrisburg). Stay on Hwy 49 North for approximately 13.5 miles. Arena will be on the left.

From Davidson, Cornelius, Huntersville:  
Take NC 73 East to US 29/Hwy 601. Turn right, travel 2.2 miles, stay left and follow US 601 to NC 49 North. At red light, turn left 
onto NC 49 North. Travel 3.2 miles. Arena will be on the left.
